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SUBJECT: City of San Marcos Stormwater Management Fund (Fee in Lieu of Water Quality)
LAN Project No. 120-12026-000

The attached calculations have been prepared in support of the City of San Marcos ‘fee in lieu of water
quality’ program. As a result of the Comprehensive Planning Process and the ongoing revision to the Land
Development Code (LDC), the City has included retrofit water quality improvements in the capital
improvement plan (CIP, project ID 358). The first generation study of this included the “Downtown Smart
Code Water Quality Plan” (SmartC) dated July 2015 and the Water Quality Protection Plan (WQPP) dated
November 2015 (updated January 2016). The City’s new LDC will include a stormwater management fund
for areas within a designated ‘urban infill boundary’ (UIB) allowing development to pay a fee in lieu of
water quality.

This method of analysis utilized the computed total area of the UIB with a breakdown of right-of-way
(ROW), private property, and City/park land. The total area within the UIB is 383.5 acres, with 0.3 acres of
City/park, 111.9 acres of ROW, and 271.3 acres of private property. The UIB is shown on the attached
location map (Exhibit 1).

Table 1 shows cost and source information for the various water quality controls, or projects, identified
by the City shown in Exhibit 1. From this total cost, an estimated cost per total area breakdown by
City/park land, ROW, and private was found to cost $35,885per acre. At the request of the City, this
calculation was also computed without three (3) of the water quality controls at 10143-Purgatory Creek
Greenspace, 10573-Wastewater Treatment Plant and 10331-Dunbar Park and was found to cost $14,629
per acre. Table 2 shows this estimated cost per total area breakdown for both scenarios.
